1 At the present time, 6 teams have declared either in person or via telephone, for the 2010-2011 season.  They are Alumni C, Alumni D, Border’s Barbarians, Chess Space Invaders, Clear-Cut Computing and EDO Corp.  Team numbers were selected at random.  The first round pairings will be: Team # 1 CSI (W) vs. Team #6 BB’s (B), Team #2 CCC (W) vs. Team #5 EDO (B) and Team #3 Alumni D (W) vs. Teams # 4 Alumni C (B).  If another teams joins, it will have a bye the first round, if two additional teams join, they will face each other in round 1.
